RESCUE / GROOMER MACHINE 
 



 
 
Snowmobiling has been around in Alberta since the 1960’s.  Eventually many of the 

snowmobilers decided to organize and formed the Alberta Snowmobile Association (ASA) in 
1972.  The ASA rose to 49 snowmobile clubs in Alberta with Tri- County Snowmobile Club 
joining in 1996. 

 
Tri-County Snowmobile Club (TCSC) was incorporated under the Societies Act in 1996.  

TCSC maintains the multi-use trail system in the Ministik Lake Bird Sanctuary east of 
Edmonton.  The sanctuary includes the Counties of Leduc, Camrose, Beaver and Strathcona (4-
MLA’s).  The multi-use trail system was implemented 1998 by the Alberta Sustainable 
Resources for 12 user groups from hiking/walking, cross-country skiing, Fish and Game, grazing 
lands, farming, etc and is strictly monitored by a board of directors.  TCSC with other ASA clubs 
cleared the trees to make the 65km multi-user trail system every Albertan can use today.  These 
trails are used very heavily during the winter month that the sanctuary is open.  That leads to a 
structured trail maintenance program to protect the sanctuary vegetation and provide a safer 
more ride able snow pack surface. 

 
This groomer will be located at Ministik.  It will serve two important functions by firstly 

grooming and maintaining the 65km trail system but is there ready to provide winter storm 
rescue to any Albertan who may be stranded in the 36 square mile sanctuary.  As there are no 
roads in this park most all searches will be done by snow equipment (groomer) or on foot.  This 
groomer is capable of going out into the wooded trail system in the worst snowy cold conditions 
day or night. 

 
TCSC has been maintaining Ministik since 1998.  In 2005 we approached the 4-

MLA’s/Counties for financial assistance to purchase a large trail groomer that will properly 
groom and set the snow pack on the trail system.  This has lead to TCSC receiving a Casino on 
July 8 & 9, 2007 for partial funding of the groomer machine, about 25%.  TCSC will have to 
approach the business sector for the other 25% as Corporate Advertising and the Government 
Community Initiative Program Grant (CIP) will cover the other 50%. 

 
The total project cost for a used groomer, drag and operating program will be about 

$100,000.00 and is broken down as follows: 
- Tri-County Snowmobile Club (Casino)  25%  $25,000.00 
- Corporate Advertising & Donations  25%  $25,000.00 
- Government CIP Grant    50%  $50,000.00 

100% $100,000.00 
 
 TCSC held its casino on July 8 & 9, 2007 and we should have our $25,000.00 in the bank 
by December 2007.  The MLA’s have submitted letters of approval to proceed and apply for a 
CIP Grant so we now have to look for Corporate Advertising / Donations towards this groomer.  
Therefore we wish to approach your company for assistance to purchase this groomer program.  
The following will outline the benefits of advertising with us and supporting a very good cause 
for all Albertans to benefit from. (See figure #1) 
 



We wish to present an advertising campaign to cover the remaining money needed to 
purchase the Groomer.  The advertising would be for $1000.00 for 1 year from the time of 
sponsorship, it is a year by year sponsorship with no obligation or commitment for the next year.  
Although we hope you will continue to support us.  The $1000.00 per year covers the cost for 
Tri-County to purchase the Groomer, buy Corporate Partnership Plaques, buy and install the 
signage on the drag and trailer and operations of the Groomer.  Therefore each September or 
October we would contact you for your support of $1000.00 and provide your company with an 
advertising receipt and update the Corporate Partnership Plaque’s year label.

2. Sign space on the side of our 25’ Club trailer, which will be at most club functions, i.e. 

Dealer BBQ’s, trail head parking lots, Santa’s Toy Rides, Leduc Parades, club rides, 
towed on hi-ways to other cites and snowmobile trails. 
Each advertising sign space is 10” X 18” (See figure #3) 

 
3. Corporate Plaque with a picture of the groomer and years of sponsorship to TCSC 

Groomer Program. 
 

4. A one page advertisement in our Newsletters which are sent out 4 times a year. 
 

5. Acknowledgment of your donations at our club event and functions.  
 

6. Acknowledgment of your donations in our club website at www.tri-county.ab.ca in the 
Sponsorship section.  

 
7. Additional advertisement opportunity as it becomes available to us.
