Don’t be the next FATAL ACCIDENT REPORT.  Before you head to that mountain destination or any other 
area where avalanches could occur, please ensure that you and your companions have taken Avalanche 
Awareness Safety Training, your avalanche gear is in good condition and tested, that you and your 
companions have practiced using your gear, and put fresh batteries in your avalanche transceiver.   

The following information is provided by the Canadian Avalanche Centre.  Our advice to backcountry travelers 
is to be very aware of local avalanche conditions by consulting avalanche bulletins, talking to each other and 
keeping an eye out for signs of unstable snow. Talk with your group before you head out and discuss how you 
will match what you do with what the avalanche bulletin recommends on that day. You also need to practice 
good habits of backcountry travel, such as not stopping at the bottom of an avalanche slope, and riding one at 
a time in any avalanche terrain. Please also keep practicing with your rescue gear, just having a beacon, probe 
and shovel is not enough - you need a rescue practice. 

Avalanches cause more deaths than any other natural hazard in Canada.  Please help us to reverse this 
deadly trend; most avalanche fatalities are preventable.  Here are some places where snowmobilers can get 
more information on avalanche safety:

Trail Etiquette 
 

 Stay on marked trails 
 Keep to the right to allow others to pass 
 Stop at the far right edge of trail in single file 
 Obey all signage and ride only wher permitted. 
 Use hand signals. (Hand signals were presented in the December TCSC Newsletter and can also be 

found in the ASA Pocket Guide to Snowmobile Safety) 
 Do not steal or tamper with signage or property  
 Be courteous to volunteers and other riders 
 Purchase your trail pass to assist with maintenance costs 
 Every snowmobile rider must be an ambassador for the sport 
 Groomers have the right of way 
 Be litter free, take out what you take in (and pick up after others) 
 Avoid excessive speed and noise 
 Lend a Hand.  Give a helping hand when you see someone in distress and assist in search and rescue 

parties if needed. 

Mufflers Are A Must 
 
No rider can operate a snowmobile without a muffler.  It is illegal to ride if your muffler has: 

 been cut off or disconnected 

 the baffle plate removed 

 an attachment or device that increases noise. 

(Section 8 of the Off-Highway Vehicle Regulation) 

 all “after market mufflers” that increase noise are illegal. 
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TRAFFIC SAFETY ACT – OFF HIGHWAY VEHICLE REGULATIONS  
A Brief Overview by Tracy Fondrick, (This article is rerun from previous Newsletters) 
 
I have compiled a brief overview of the regulations governing Off Highway Vehicles.  
 
A highway is any road or land publicly or privately owned where the public is ordinarily entitled or permitted to 
use for the passage or parking of vehicles and this includes the ditches on either side of the highway. 
 
You may cross a highway as long as you stop before crossing, have no passengers, yield right of way to all 
other vehicles, and take the most direct, shortest route available. 
 
When operating a snowmobile on a highway your sled must be registered and insured.  If you are on private 
property owned by you or where you have the permission of the owner, you do not require either. 
 
The license plate must be securely attached, legible, and clearly visible to other drivers at all times. 
 
You must provide your driver’s license, proof of insurance, and proof of registration to a Peace Officer if 
requested. 
 

No Ride Zones include but are not limited to: Provincially maintained highways, Wetaskiwin County 
roadways, most community streets and parks, Stratcona County roadways (actively enforced).   
 
Tri-County Snowmobile Club does not endorse snowmobiling that violates any laws.  As club members it is 
your responsibility to abide by the laws and to set an example to other snowmobilers.  Snowmobile riding is 
permitted on ASA trails with a valid trail pass, on Saunders Lake (Staging Area along Hwy 814 south of 
Rollyview Road (Hwy 623)), private property with written permission from the landowner, Leduc County 
township and range road ditches (this does not include Provincial Highway ditches within Leduc County), 
Crown Land unless otherwise posted, and as allowed by special event permits.   
 
Although we all observe snowmobiles or snowmobiles tracks along highway ditches, community streets, parks, 
etc this is not an indication that snowmobiling is permitted or accepted at these locations.  Don’t follow the 
example of others, but be sure of where you can ride.  And remember abused privileges leads to more 
closures. 
 
Access to private property without permission of the owner or occupant is restricted by the Alberta Petty 
Tresspass Act (2009) http://www.qp.alberta.ca/documents/Acts/P11.pdf .  The act sets out fines up to $2,000 for 
a first offence and up to $5000 for subsequent offences. 

 
entry is prohibited without any notice on land  
(a) that is a lawn, garden or land that is under cultivation,  
(b) that is surrounded by a fence, a natural boundary or a  

combination of a fence and a natural boundary, or  
(c) that is enclosed in a manner that indicates the owner’s or  

occupier’s intention to keep persons off the land or to  
keep animals on the land
